Arabic research papers should be in
Simplified Arabic, and research papers authored in any other language should be in
Arial. The font size of the body should be in (12) point font and headlines should be in (14)
points. Line spacing should be (1.5) (Publication requirements may vary according to the
publishing entity chosen by different journals).

- Each page exceeding the limit will cost (30 EGP) for researchers participating from within
Egypt, and (20 Dollars) for researcher participating from outside of Egypt.

- Research papers and abstracts in the following languages will be accepted as decided
by the researcher: Arabic, English, French, and Italian. Soft copies are to be submitted in
(MS-Word Doc) and (PDF) formats via e-mail.
